LABEL NAME

1. When COMPANY_NM is not null, LABEL_NM consist of the first 24 characters of the COMPANY_NM, otherwise.

2. Determine the logical order of the 1st person’s name and then 2nd person’s name.

a. When the gender of the 2nd person is “Male” and the gender of the 1st person is not “Male”, then the logical order of the formatted LABEL_NM should be 2nd person’s name, then the 1st person’s name.

b. Otherwise, the logical order of the formatted LABEL_NM should be the 1st person’s name, then the 2nd person’s name.

3.  When no 2nd person’s name information exist or the 1st person’s last name and the 2nd person’s last name are not the same (indicating two unrelated persons).

b. When the 1st person’s title exist and the 2nd person’s title exist, append the 1st person’s title, a space and an ampersand and a space (“ & “) and the 2nd person’s title.

c. When the 2nd person’s first name does not exist then:

i. When the 1st person’s first name exist, append the 1st person’s first name and a space.

ii. When the 1st person’s middle name exist, append the 1st person’s middle name and a space.

d. When the 2nd person’s first name exist then:

i. When the 1st person’s first name exist, append the 1st person’s first name and a space.

ii. When the 1st person’s middle name exist, append the 1st person’s middle name and a space.

iii. When the 2nd person’s first name exist, append an ampersand and a space (“& “)  and the 2nd person’s first name and a space.
iv. When the 2nd person’s middle name exist, append the 2nd person’s middle name and a space.

e. Append the 1st person’s last name.

f. When the 1st person’s maturity suffix exist, append a space and the 1st person’s maturity suffix.

5. Trim trailing spaces from formatted name.

6. When the length of the formatted name exceeds 24 characters, eliminate all periods (“.”) from formatted name.  When the length of the formatted name, less periods does not exceed 24 characters, return the formatted name less periods.

13. When both the 1st person’s title and the 2nd person’s title is ‘Mr.’, then the FORMAL_NM consist of ‘Messrs.’, a space and the 1st person’s last name.

14. When processing multiple individuals with differing last names, then the FORMAL_NM consist of the 1st person’s title, a space, the 1st person’s last name, a space, an ampersand, a space, the 2nd person’s title, a space and the 2nd person’s last name.

15. When the formatted FORMAL_NM exceeds 24 characters in length, eliminate all punctuation.

16. When the formatted FORMAL_NM exceeds 24 characters in length, no FORMAL_NM is provided.
CERTIFICATE NAME
1. When the company name exist, the CERTIFICATE_NM consist of the first 24 characters of the company name, otherwise.

2. Determine the logical order of the 1st person’s name and then 2nd person’s name.
